Wildlife of the Valley of Agabat

The most common animal in this region is the

Egyptian cobra (Naja haje), designated as an

endangered species by the International Union for
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Conservation of Nature (IUCN). It’s also home to

other reptiles like sand vipers (Eristicophis

macmahonii) and geckos (Hemidactylus turcicus).

Other mammals include foxes, jackals, and hyenas;

while birds include pigeons as well as various types

of eagles such as Egyptian vultures (Neophron

percnopterus)
